Background: INHAT (also designated TAF-1a, TAF-13 and Inhibitor of Histone
Acetyltransferases complex) binds to histones and masks them from being
substrates for histone acetyltransferases (HATS). Endogenous INHAT subunits,
which include the Set/TAF-Ibeta oncoprotein, and pp32 associate with chromatin in
vivo and can block coactivator-mediated transcription when transfected in cells.
Single phosphorylations within the Histone H3 tail blocks binding of INHAT, as well
as simultaneous acetylation of multiple lysine residues.

Immunogen: This INHAT-1/TAF-1a/TAF-1b antibody was raised against a mixture
of synthetic peptides corresponding to amino acid residues 66-81 and 135-151 of
human INHAT-1/TAF-1a/TAF-1p.

Buffer: PBS containing 0.02% sodium azide and 0.1 mg/ml BSA. Sodium azide is
highly toxic.
