Buffer Contents: Recombinant G6PD protein is supplied in 25 mM Tris-HCI pH 8.0, 300
mM NaCl, 10% glycerol and 0.5 mM TCEP.

Background: G6PD (Glucose-6-Phosphate Dehydrogenase) is a cytosolic enzyme
encoded by a housekeeping X-linked gene whose main function is to produce NADPH,
a key electron donor in the defense against oxidizing agents and in reductive
biosynthetic reactions. G6PD is remarkable for its genetic diversity. Many variants of
G6PD, mostly produced from missense mutations, have been described with wide
ranging levels of enzyme activity and associated clinical symptoms. G6PD deficiency
may cause neonatal jaundice, acute hemolysis, or severe chronic non-spherocytic
hemolytic anemia.

Protein Details: Full length human G6PD protein was expressed in £. coli cells
(accession number NP_001035810.1) with a C-terminal 6xHis-Tag. The molecular
weight of the protein is 60.3 kDa.

Application Notes: This product was manufactured as described in Protein Details.
